But, at the same time, we are not crushed; we
are not in despair; we are not forsaken; we are not
destroyed!"

In verse 11 he summarizes:

"We who live are always delivered to death for Jesus' sake,
that the life of Jesus also may be manifested in our mortal
flesh."

His miracles always show up when we are at our weakest! But once
you are gripped by faith, once you have seen the heavenly, you will give
your all, you are ready for any sacrifice! Retreat? Impossible! We have
already obtained!

God views our life differently than we do. When God called Moses
he was the runaway who said he would not, he could not, and he did not
want to go! But he went to Pharaoh and did just as the Lord commanded
him. In Hebrews Moses is called a man of great faith! So, when you are
hard-pressed, persecuted, or struck down remember this: You are still not
forsaken nor destroyed! Instead, you are being positioned for a miracle!
And God will get the glory. God is establishing you. He has a new mission
and new miracle waiting for you as we approach the new school year.
